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7. All classes shall wear the same clothing for important occasions (important events,
celebration or international activities, such as opening ceremony, graduation ceremony,
school festival, sports day, morning gathering, weekly gathering, exam week, Freshmen
Ceremony, and Coming-of-age Ceremony). Class/department uniform or other clothing
is not allowed without prior approval.
